2018 Masters Registration Fees

Letter from Helen Haberfield, TTG President
Dear Members,

There will be fee increases this coming year.
These fees relate to the cost of having a
Masters Swimming South Australia (MSSA)
Branch Administrator. An administrator was
appointed in 2014 as it was evident that the
voluntary position of secretary was extremely
time consuming and no one appeared willing
to undertake this position. Leanne Beames was
appointed as the Administrator. The
Administrator’s hours have been increased to
15hrs/week to cover managing all the affairs of
the MSSA. This position was not funded and
the Branch bank balance is being depleted. The
Branch Executive seeks funding from grants
and sponsorship, however there is always a
shortfall.

Recommendations proposed and accepted to
cover the shortfall are:



1. MSSA Branch fee for 2018 increase by $20
per member.

2. MSSA Pool Events starting with the Summer
Series 2017-2018 increase to $25 per meet.

3. MSSA Open Water Swim Trailer Fund
increase by $2 to $4 a swimmer. This will
become OWS Equipment/Maintenance
Fund; covering the cost of trailer usage,
new equipment, replacement equipment
and in the future — new trailer. Individual
clubs running these events will determine
individually whether to absorb this increase
or increase the entry fee.

4. MSSA Branch organised Open Water Swims
(Jetty to Jetty and Presidents Cup/Captains
Cup) entry fees increase to $45 for
Members and $65 for Non-members.
Recommend Clubs also review the entry
fees charged to non-members to encourage
swimmers to take up Masters Membership.

The Branch and Club Committees are aware

that fee increases are not pleasant but in order

to remain viable they are necessary.

Note: TTG Kingfishers fees have not changed.
